Please be advised, effective February 15, 2024, any horse that fails the Pre-Race
Blood Gas Test, will be placed on the Vet’s List for 10 days and must requalify before
being eligible to Race.

Just to be clear, the horse must be on the Vets list for the full 10 days before it can
Qualify. Once the 10 days have passed the horse must qualify before being eligible to
race.
